At 6:00pm on Monday 20th September , we will be placing on our web
site a new version of the Rees2000 program that will include significant al-
terations to the databases. This means that the first time it is run, after the
download and install it will automatically rebuild all your databases. The ac-
tual time take to rebuild your databases may be quite long, depending on
how modern your computers are so you should only install this update
when you do not need your computers for a while. For the fastest most reli-
able update we suggest that you run this update on the fileserver computer.
The reason the Rees2000 database files are being reorganised is to pro-
vide room for new data fields that are required for enhancements to the
program that we have been waiting to introduce for some time. It has been
3 years since we made a significant change like this. We add extra re-
served data fields each time to allow for any future requirements, but we
have run out of these extra data fields.
Before you download and install this update you MUST perform a BACKUP
on your Rees2000 data.

There are other optional things you can also do to prepare for this update:
Run options “14.13 Check Databases” and say ‘Y'es to remove corruption.
After that, run option “14.19 Pack Databases”. These 2 options will optimise
your Rees2000 data. They will need to be run after-hours, as they require
exclusive use of the data files. As they may take a long time you may wish
to run them on successive nights. A backup should also be performed be-
fore running these options.

SUMMARY:
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Note: This will not affect the Rees2000 software
product.

We advise that effective from 1 April 2005 the
Pay2000 software program that you are currently using
will be removed from our product portfolio.

This means that from 1 April 2005 the software code
will not be maintained by Rees Software & Systems
Ltd, effective from that date we will cease charging
your company the software rental and support fee.

We wish to take this opportunity to thank you for your
loyal support of our payroll product over the years.

Once support stops and you are no longer paying
rental or support fees, Rees Software & Systems Ltd
grants you a non-exclusive royalty free license to con-
tinue to use the software in it's binary form for as long
as you or your successor wish. You use the software
without any support whatsoever and at your own risk.

The program will be changed to remove the necessity
to register your payroll each year and the program will
be altered to allow you to maintain the tax changes
each year in line with the current NZ tax laws. The
keeping of history for Holiday pay calculations and
Sick pay etc will be removed from the payroll system.

The payroll software will be available as free unsup-
ported product to anyone. Rees Software & Systems
Ltd will accept no liability or responsibility for the usage
and maintenance of the Pay2000 system.

With the holiday, sick, bereavement pay calculations
removed, the payroll will offer a basic package to han-
dle wage and salary payments as before, still with the
ability to file IRFiles, print reports, create Direct Credit
files, etc.

Should your company wish to continue to use the
Pay2000 software from 1 April 2005, your wage clerk
would need to maintain manual records for the holiday
pay owing, sick pay owing and calculation of the
‘relevant daily pay'.
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Copy (O) under Rees2000 menu option 5.1 Purchase
Order entry enables you to create this purchase order
from another order, or from a Quote, Job Quote or
Sales Order.

This will copy the entries into the purchase order pro-
vided the supplier code on each stock code matches to
the supplier you are ordering from.

Completing this operation deletes any lines on the ex-
isting destination purchase order.
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Ever done a job for a client that you now have to quote
another client for? Save time putting together a new
guotation, or making the same quotation mistakes as
previous by copying the actual costs of the first job to
the new job quote.

Under the Quoting Menu in the Job Costing menu you
can now select to Copy actual parts and labour from
another job into your quote. This has got to be a major
time saver. Copy the quote from an actual job; make
your changes required and hey presto a hew quote in
no time!
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Rees2000 menu option 2.2.30 enables you to audit all
price changes to either latest cost and sell price 1 on a
selected date. The report will display what the old
price was and the new price.
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At the base of your invoice or quote screen you can
display Margin dollar and beside in brackets the per-
centage profit of the invoice or quote. This feature has
been added to enable users to see at a glance the
profit in a quote or sale to give them an indication if
they have enough profit in a deal to offer a lower price
or a discount.

This feature is activated under the Rees2000 menu

option 14.14 password = SETUP under the Invoicing
section ‘Display Actual Mark up?’ set at Yes.

NEW Option to prevent the Latest Cost price being
updated when receiving stock.

From Rees2000 menu option 5.2 Receive Goods, or option 2.2.1 Stock
Receipts you can stop the latest cost AND sell prices from altering by
using a new price option ‘Z’.

This means your options are now:

A for automatically changing your sell prices based on their setup, as
well as updating your latest and average costs (assuming normal default
settings)

M for manually updating your sell prices, as well as automatically updat-
ing your latest and average costs (assuming normal default settings)

N for not changing your sell prices, but your cost prices are automati-
cally updated

And

Z for zero changes to both sell prices and latest cost. Your average cost
will always update.

Here’s a table to summary these options:

Option Selling Price change  Latest Cost change
A Yes Yes

M Yes — if you wish to Yes

N No Yes

Z No No
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
